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WAA Traveling Softball Program
(Competitive)

The goal of the WAA traveling softball program is to create competitive softball teams, provide a competitive softball experience for all girls playing and make each player better from the start of the season to end of the season.

The traveling program is run by the traveling coordinator with the assistance of the softball director. The traveling coordinator and the softball director work together to ensure the traveling program runs smoothly, field any questions that parents/players or coaches have, deal with any issues that come up during the season, complete the traveling field schedule and make sure the coaches have everything they need.  

There are 4 age levels of traveling softball, 10U, 12U, 14U, 16U & 18U. Registrations for traveling softball take place in July and August for 10U, 12U and 14U and in February and March for 16U and 18U.  WAA softball teams play league games during the week in the Tri-County league.  Each team at every age level has the opportunity to play in multiple tournaments on weekends including a Tri-county and state tournament and possibly qualify for a national tournament at the end of the season.  

The 10U, 12U and 14U teams are determined by general tryout in the fall of the previous year.  16U & 18U teams are formed in March or April with a tryout, if necessary.   

Coaches
Coaching applications are taken 2-6 weeks prior to the general tryouts in the fall.  Each applicant is interviewed by the softball director and traveling coordinator.  Tryouts are completed and coaches are determined by how each coaching applicants daughter places in the general tryout as well as the results of the interview.  The softball director, with the input of the traveling coordinator, makes the decision on who will be the traveling coaches.  All traveling coaches are required to complete all WAA coaching requirements.  The traveling coordinator along with the softball director ensure all coaches have the required documentation on file at the WAA building.

10U – This program is a competitive, but developmental softball program for girls that are 9 or 10 years old.  10U softball teams start playing their games the first week of May with doubleheaders on Thursday evenings and practices on Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday (2 of the 3 open days).  Beginning the first week in June, 10U teams play doubleheader games on Tuesday and Thursday evenings until the end of June with practices on Monday and Wednesday evenings.  10U teams will be able to participate in 3 weekend tournaments, the state qualifier, the state tournament and possibly a national tournament.  The 10U softball season goes from April until the end of July.  

12U – This program is a competitive, but developmental softball program for girls that are 11 or 12 years old.  12U softball teams start playing their games the first week of May with double headers on Monday and Wednesday evenings until the end of June and practices on Tuesday and Thursdays.  12U teams will be able to participate in 4 weekend tournaments, the state qualifier, the state tournament and possibly a national tournament.  The 12U softball season goes from April until the end of July.

14U – This program is a competitive softball program for girls that are 13 or 14 years old.  14U softball teams start playing their games the last full week of May with double headers on Tuesday and Thursday evenings until the beginning of July and practices on Monday and Wednesday.  14U teams play in 4 weekend tournaments, the state qualifier, the state tournament and possibly a national tournament.  The 14U softball season goes from April until the end of July.

16U – This program is a competitive softball program for girls that are 15 or 16 years old.  16U softball teams start playing their games the first week of June with doubleheaders on Tuesday and Thursday evenings and practices on Monday and Wednesday.  16U teams will be able to participate in 2 weekend tournaments, the state qualifier, the state tournament and possibly a national tournament.  The 16U softball season goes from the end of May until the end of July.  

18U – This program is a competitive softball program for girls that are 17 or 18 years old.  18U softball teams start playing their games the first week of June with doubleheaders on Tuesday and Thursday evenings and practices on Monday and Wednesday.  18U teams will be able to participate in 2 weekend tournaments, the state qualifier, the state tournament and possibly a national tournament.  The 18U softball season goes from the end of May until the end of July.  
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
