PROCEDURES AND RULES 

REGISTRATIONS:  

1. For time and place of registration, please refer to our website www.centenniallakeslittleleague.org, 

call the hotline at 763-780-3836 or check local newspaper publications and the newsletter. 

2. REGISTRATION PROVISIONS 

A. Registrations after 2/3/12 are accepted only if space is available on team rosters. 

B. Anyone registering and deciding to withdraw from play before 2/3/12 will be refunded their 

registration fee less a $30 administration fee (request must be received by 2/3/12).  All requests 

for refunds must be submitted in writing (e-mails accepted as well). As of 2/4/12 and after-

wards, there will be NO REFUNDS. Please note:  for those trying out for a traveling team 

(e.g. softball or National League baseball), not making the traveling team of your choice 

does not warrant a refund and is past the 2/4/12 refund date.  Boys who donôt make a Na-

tional League team will automatically be placed into the American League draft and assigned to 

a team.  Girls who donôt make a Class A or B team will automatically be placed into the Class C 

team draft and assigned to a team. 

EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORMS  
1. Parents are responsible for all uniforms issued to the participants.  Care should be taken in making     

sure the uniforms are cleaned properly and kept in good repair.  ABSOLUTELY NO  

       ALTERATIONS TO THE TEAM JERSEY ARE ALLOWED.  
2. All equipment must be returned during the designated period after team play is completed. 

3. All players must wear protective equipment. 

4. Complete uniforms must be worn in all scheduled games.  NO SHORTS are allowed during games 

or practices, unless they are part of the official uniform (i.e. softball). All players MUST tuck their 

uniform jerseys in during games.  Caps are provided by the League and are part of the official uni-

form and must be worn to all Little League games and outside tournaments.  Coaches are responsi-

ble to see that all players wear the cap issued to them by the League.  In the event a playerôs cap is 

broken, the coach should contact the equipment manager for repair or a new cap.  Failure of a 

player to wear the complete uniform issued by the League and tuck in their jersey will result 

in the following: 

 1st Violation - forfeiture of the game and a verbal warning 

 2nd Violation - forfeiture of the game and coach will be suspended for one game. 

 3rd Violation - forfeiture of the game and the coach will be dismissed. 
5. Players who are negligent in caring for their uniforms or other equipment are subject to suspension. 

6. Pants colors for all baseball leagues must be gray in color. 

7. Any player who fails to return equipment is ineligible to play the following year and forfeits any 

deposit. 

8. Tennis shoes or rubber spikes are allowed, NO METAL SPIKES. 

INJURY PREVENTION:  

1. Be conscious of injury prevention.  Try to create a safe environment for practices and games. 
2. Never indulge in horse-play. 

3. Players must wear safety equipment at games and practices as follows: Catcherôs mask and throat 

guard, batting helmets, helmets while running the bases, and an athletic supporter. Hard cup athletic 

supporters must be worn by the catcher (boys).  

4. Players warming up the pitcher must wear a catcherôs mask and throat guard. 

5. Coaches must keep all unused equipment off the playing field during a game. 

6. Only coaches, scorekeepers and players are allowed in the dugouts during a game. 

7. Learn the fundamentals of baseball and softball well.  Players who know how to play are seldom 

injured.  The best injury insurance is attentive, alert play. 

8. Report all injuries to the coach when they occur. 

SCHEDULES AND PLAYOFFS: 
   All schedules including playoffs and post season tournaments are subject to change based upon such      

 factors as weather, field availability and outside tournament schedules. 

GRIEVANCES FILING PROCEDURE:  

1.The umpire and opposing manager must be notified if a game is being played under protest.   

   A grievance must be submitted, in writing, to the President, the Vice President or the Player Agent 

within 5 days of the occurrence.  The grievance must include date and time, place, and as many spe-

cifics as possible. 
2. The Board of Directors will meet within ten days of receiving the complaint. The Board will decide 

the issue after the parties involved have been dismissed.  The parties will be notified of the Boardôs 

decision within 48 hours. 

 

 



 

  

CODE OF CONDUCT: 
1.  Only the Head Coach, not the Assistant Coach may confer with the Umpire when a dispute or  

     question arises. 
2. The umpires authority will be respected by everyone involved in the game, including spectators.  

The umpire has the right to indefinitely suspend a game because of misconduct by anyone involved 

in the said game. 

3. Umpires are performing a valuable service for the Centennial Lakes Little League and even though 

they are the recipients of some training, they are not professionals (neither are the players or 

coaches).  Please be courteous to the Umpires.  All Coaches and players will shake hands with the 

umpire and thank him/her following the team handshake at the conclusion of the game. 
4. The Coach is responsible for the conduct of assistants, players, and spectators.  Upon the request of 

the umpire, the Coach will take whatever action is necessary to allow the game to continue. 

5. The Coaches will keep players orderly while under their supervision. 

6. Foul language will not be tolerated on or about the playing field by players, coaches, parents,  
 spectators or umpires. 

7. No smoking or tobacco chewing will be allowed on the playing field or in the dugouts during games 

or practices.  No alcohol is allowed at any Little League function. 

8. To ensure good sportsmanship, all players and coaches will shake hands with the opposing team 

after the game. 

9. Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated by any player or coach.  The first offense will mean 

a warning.  The second offense per game, regardless if it is the same player or coach, will mean 

ejection from the game.  Flagrant violations may cause ejection without a warning.  Any player in-

tentionally throwing a bat or helmet will be given no warning, the umpire may eject the player at 

their discretion. When a manager, coach or player is ejected from a game, they shall leave the field 

immediately and take no further part in that game. They may not sit in the stands and may not be 

recalled. A manager or coach ejected from a game must not be present at the game site for the re-
mainder of that game. Any manager, coach or player ejected from a game is suspended for his or her 

teamôs next physically played game and may not be in attendance at the game site from which they 

are suspended. 

GENERAL RULES:  

1. The Player Agent has responsibility for placement of players on teams.  Any conflict will be  

 resolved by the Board of Directors. 

2. Any coach that wants to drop a player must go through the Player Agent and have Board approval. 

3. All coaches, assistant coaches and umpires are answerable to the Board of Directors.  They will  

 receive immediate direction from the League Representatives. 
4. All Coaches will be responsible to plan and hold a minimum of one organized practice per week. 

5. All Coaches should hold a meeting with parents to discuss any health problems, and to notify them 

of what to expect from the program. 

6. Coaches, Assistant Coaches and Umpires will attend coaching/umpiring & first aid clinics. 

7. No player shall be singled out for any award.  All awards must be made by the League and not by 

individuals or organizations. 

8. Players must notify their Coach when going on vacation, to hockey camp, basketball camp, etc. 

one week prior to leaving. 
9. When a team cannot field a full team, the Coach must notify the opposing Coach 24 hours before 

the scheduled start of the game.  The penalty will be a forfeit unless agreement for a make-up game 

is made between the involved Coaches. 
10. All postponed/rain-out games are to be made up prior to play-offs.  Rain-outs are not called until  

game time - by the umpire for Major and Senior League games or by the Coaches for all other ages.   

The League Representative and Field Administrator must be notified as to when and where the 

make-up game is scheduled. (Friday evenings and Saturdays can be used for make-up games.) 

11. All participants must play a portion of each game depending upon which League the child is in.  If 

the player has not played, the Coach will be required to go before the Board to resolve the problem.  

(Outside tournament play rules may supersede our local policy). 

12.  A runner is out if he/she does not slide OR attempt to get around the fielder who HAS THE 

BALL waiting to make the tag.  If the defender DOES NOT have possession of the ball, and a 

collision occurs as he steps into the path of the runner as he/she attempts to catch a thrown ball, 

there is no penalty, unless the umpire judges the collision to be deliberate and malicious. 

14. Once a player is selected for an All Star team, their commitment is to that particular All Star team  
until that team is finished with their post-season tournament.  A player is not allowed to participate 

for any other team other than their regular season team.  A violation of this rule is grounds for sus-

pension until the matter is reviewed by the Board.  The regular season team has priority, over an All 

Star team, during itôs playoffs.

POST SEASON ALL STAR TEAMS  
Post season All Star teams are formed by a selection process 

involving recommendations from head coaches, assistant 

coaches, League Representatives and the Player Agent.  The All 

Star head coaches and assistants are chosen by the league 
president and approved by the voting board members.  They 

must meet certain criteria established by the board. The League 

Board reviews and approves all selections before announcements 

are made.  Players are responsible for All Star fees, caps, jersey, 

socks and pants.  All Star teams will wear gray pants and jersey 
for which the design is selected by Centennial Lakes Little 

League; no other All Star uniforms will be allowed! All Star 

players are not eligible for play until regular season and playoffs 

are complete.

LEAGUE RULES : T -BALL  
 

1.    Age limits for the League are 4 and 5 year olds (6 year olds are optional). 

2.    T-Ball teams are co-ed. 

3.    Coaches will determine rain-outs at game time at the field. 

4.    The home team will supply the umpires (parents). 

5.    Games will consist of four innings or 1-1/2 hours of play. 

6.    A team having nine players or less may use a parent to catch. 

7.    Every player will change position each game.  The catcher and pitcher  

       change each inning. 

8.    All members of the team shall play all the time. 

9.    No more than seven players may be in the infield at one time. 

10.  Stealing is prohibited.   

11.  The ball must be thrown (not rolled) to bases for a put out. 

12.  The pitcher is not allowed to field the ball and make the put-out at first base.    

       He/she must throw the ball to the first baseman. 

13.  The last batter always runs all the bases. 

14.  Throwing the bat results in an automatic out. 

15. Going through the batting order ends an inning (not three outs).  When a 

       player is out, he/she must return to the bench. 

16.  Coaches cannot interfere with a batted ball. 

17.  Opposing teams and coaches will shake hands with each other and with  

       the umpire after the game.   

18. The home team is responsible for bringing the bases 

 in and off the field and making sure that bases and 

 umpire gear are secured in the lock box located at each 

 field.  At Carl Eck & Lexington Park bases must be 

 brought to the building. 

19.  Players are not allowed to wear jewelry during games or 

 practices.

1.    Age limits for Coach Pitch Baseball is 7 & 8 year olds. 

2.    The home team will supply the umpires (parents). 

3.    Coaches determine rain-outs at game time at the field. 

4.    Game consists of five innings or 1-1/2 hours of play. 

5.    All players must play at least 3 innings in the field with a 

 minimum of 2 innings infield play per game. 

6.    Three outs or 5 runs scored ends an inning. 

7.    Coaches will pitch to their own team. 

8.    No walks. 

9.    Six pitches thrown maximum or batter is out. 

10.  No stealing. 

11.  The coach is not allowed to field a ball. 

12.  One base limit on an overthrow.  Players can advance one base on the first  

       overthrow only. 

13.  All players must wear protective equipment. 

14.  Opposing teams and coaches will shake hands with each other and with  

       the umpire after the game.   

15. The home team is responsible for bringing the bases in and off the field and 

 making sure that bases and umpire gear are secured in the lock box located 

 at each field.  At Carl Eck & Lexington Park bases must be brought to the 

 building. 

16. Players are not allowed to wear jewelry during games or practices.  An 

exception to this rule is for medical alert jewelry.

LEAGUE RULES : MINOR BASEBALL  
 

1. Age limit for Minor Baseball 9 & 10 years old as of April 30th, 2012.  

      Eight year old 3rd graders may play up.  
2.    The home team is responsible for providing a plate umpire. Each  

       manager must meet at home plate five minutes prior to game time to discuss  

       the ground rules. 
3.    All players must play at least 4 innings in the field with a minimum of  

       2 innings infield play. 

4.    Batting will be round-robin.  No line up changes are allowed after the start  
       of the game. 

5.    No player shall be allowed to play more than 9 outs at the same position  

       during any game. 

6.    Three outs or 5 runs scored ends an inning.   
7. No stealing on an overthrow from catcher to pitcher. The runner must have left the 

base prior to the throw.  

8.    Absolutely no stealing of home anytime. A runner may only score on a walk or a          
 batted ball. The runner can not advance to home on any throwing error, including     

 overthrows. No stealing if a team is ahead by 10 or more runs.  

9.    Base running:  
       - No leading off. 

       - On ball four, a batter may advance to first base only. 

        - A runner is out if he does not slide OR attempt to get around the fielder 

         who HAS THE BALL waiting to make the tag.  If the defender DOES  
         NOT have possession of the ball and a collision occurs as he steps into  

         the path of the runner as he attempts to catch a thrown ball, there is not  

         a penalty unless the umpire judges the collision to be deliberate and          
         malicious.

Minor Baseball (continued) 
 

10.  Game duration for Minor Baseball will be 2 hours or 6 innings. No full innings to                                      

start after the 2 hour limit. Innings started should be completed unless darkness 
sets in, then the score will revert to last complete inning.  (Darkness factor is up to 

the umpires and coachesô discretion).  

11.  Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated.  All incidents should be  

       reported for Board review.   
12.  Base coaches may be two adults. 

13.  Opposing teams and coaches will shake hands with each other and with the 

 umpire after the game.   

14. Pitching:  Each pitcher may pitch only 6 consecutive outs per game or 35 pitches        

      whichever comes first. A pitcher who reaches 35 pitches in the middle of an at    

      bat may not finish the at bat. 
       - Any player on a regular season team may pitch. (NOTE: There is no limit to the 

 number of pitchers a team may use in a game.) 

       - A player may not pitch in more than one game in a day.  

       - If a player pitches more than 20 pitches, he may not pitch the following day.  
       NOTES: 

       a.  The withdrawal of an ineligible pitcher after the pitcher is announced, or after 

 a warm-up pitch is delivered, but before that player has pitched a ball to a 
 batter, is not a violation. Little League officials are urged to take precautions to 

 prevent protests. When a protest situation is imminent, the potential offender 

 should be notified immediately. 
       b.  Pitches delivered in games declared ñRegulation Tie Gamesò or ñSuspended  

 Gamesò shall be charged against pitcherôs eligibility. 

       c.   In suspended games resumed on another day, the pitcher of record at the time 

   the game was halted may continue to pitch to the extent of their eligibility for 
   that day.  

15.  Games are played with 10 players on the field (4 outfielders across, no  

       shortfielders allowed).   
16.  In the event of a rainout or inclement weather, a game is considered 

       complete after 4 innings, 3-1/2 innings if the home team is winning.   

17.  The visiting team shall occupy 1st base and have infield from 6:00-6:15.   

       The home team shall occupy 3rd base and have infield from 6:15-6:30. 
18.  There are some Friday and Sunday night games against SAYB (Shoreview Area 

 Youth Baseball ) at Lexington Memorial Park.   

19. The home team is responsible for setting out the bases and bringing the bases in 
 off the field and making sure that bases and umpire gear are secured in the lock 

 box located at each field.  At Carl Eck & Lexington Park bases must be brought to 

 the building. 
20.  Home teams are the official pitch counters for each game. 

21. The bat must be a baseball bat which meets the Little League specifications and      

 standards as noted in this rule.  It shall be a smooth, rounded stick and made of 

 wood or of material and color tested and proved acceptable to Little  League  
        standards.   Little League  (Majors) and below: it shall  not be more than thirty- 

        three (33) inches in length nor more than two and one-quarter (2 1/4) inches in  

        diameter.  Non-wood bats  shall be labeled with a BPF (bat performance factor)  
         of 1.15 or less.  

 

EXCEPTION: For the 2011-2012 Little League (Majors) and below, for regular 

season play and Tournament, composite bats are prohibited unless approved by 

Little League International.  A list of approved and licensed composite bats can 

be found on our website or at www.littleleague.org. 



 

 

Minor Baseball (continued) 
 

22. Use of the traditional batting donut is not permissible. 

23. An illegal bat must be removed.  Any bat that has been altered shall be removed 
from play.  An ILLEGAL BAT is a bat that has been altered or a bat that is not 

approved for play because it does not meet specifications with regard to length, 

weight, barrel diameter, labeling or performance standard for the division in which 

it is used.  Summary and Implementation: For the 2012 season, this defines an 
illegal bat for the purpose of rule 6.06(d).  As a result, a bat that is, for instance, 

cracked or damaged because of normal use, would not be considered ñillegalò and 

could not result in the batter being called out for using it, but it still must be 
removed from play. 

24. A batter is out for illegal action when - (d) The batter enters the batterôs box with 

one or both feet entirely on the ground with an illegal bat (see bat specifications 
rule 1.10) or is discovered having used an illegal bat prior to the next player 

entering the batterôs box.  Note: If the infraction is discovered before the next 

player enters the batterôs box following the turn at bat of the player who used an 

illegal bat : 1) The manager of the defense may advise the plate umpire of a 
decision to decline the penalty and accept the play.  Such election shall be made 

immediately at the end of the play.  2) For the first violation, the offensive team 

will lose one eligible adult base coach for the duration of the game.  3) For the 
second violation, the manager of the team will be ejected from the game.  Any 

subsequent violation will result in the newly designated manager being ejected. 

25. Players are not allowed to wear jewelry during games or practices.  An exception 
 to this rule is for medical alert jewelry.
