Frequently Asked Questions About Competitive Soccer
What is the difference between competitive and recreational soccer?
The main differences are the level of competition, professional coaching and cost. 
What does one have to do to join the competitive program?
All they have to do is to show up at our annual tryouts (usually in Feb. for under 9 to under 14 and in April for under 15 and older). Please see our web site for more detailed information about the tryouts.
Is there any cost for tryouts?
No. Just show up to the tryouts for your specific age category. We will take it from there and communicate with you.
What is the length of the season?
It is basically the same season as recreational. 
When do the practices start?
They usually start in June. Some teams start their team camp in May.
Is there additional cost for team camp?
No. It is included in the registration fee.
What is the cost of registration fee for competitive soccer in Scripps?
For 2012/2013 season it is $800.00. This fee includes: registration, professional coach’s fee, a week of skill/conditioning camp, uniforms, skill and shooting clinics, pictures and a bag (for new players).
Can I play other sports during soccer season?
There are many players who play multiple sports during soccer season.
What is the time commitment for games and practice?
Practices are twice a week and games are almost always on Saturdays. There maybe a couple of Sunday games during the season.
How many teams per age category will the club have?
Based on the number of players trying out and the talent level, we could select multiple teams for each age group.
I hear we have to travel to play competitive soccer?
All games are played in San Diego County. In the course of the season, half of the games are played at the opponent’s field and the other half here in Scripps.
