QUARTER FINAL GAMES
Junior Varsity game will have a two (2) person officiating system.
Varsity games will have a three (3) person system.

SEMI-FINAL GAMES
Junior Varsity and Varsity games will have a three (3) person system.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAMES
Junior Varsity and Varsity games will have a four (4) man system.

RULES
All METRO, AHAI and USA Hockey Rules will remain in effect during all playoff games.

ROSTERS
Rosters are frozen. No movement of double rostered players between teams.

TIMEOUTS
Each team will be allowed one (1) timeout per game of one (1) minute duration.
Each period will be fourteen (14) minutes in duration.

OVERTIME
Overtime periods will be seven (7) minutes in duration until there is a winner.

SUSPENSIONS
Any game suspensions will carry over to the next game, NO EXCEPTIONS.

ICE RESURFACING
Each game should start on fresh ice. Ice shall be resurfaced between the 2™ and 3" periods and every 28 minutes of
playing time during the game thereafter as necessary.

HOME TEAM
The Home Team is the top team listed on the bracket sheet in all cases and shall supply the game pucks.

WINNING TEAM

The winning team must call in the score to 847-274-6963 by 1:00 AM on the night of the game.

The score sheet must be faxed to 847-419-1850 by 10:00 AM the next morning after the game was played. If no score
sheet is received by 6:00 PM the day after the game was played, Metro will choose the winner.

DIVISION COORDINATOR
The Division Coordinator shall be the sole person in charge of all Quarterfinal Games.

CHICAGO METRO BOARD of DIRECTORS
The Chicago Metro Board of Directors shall be the authority in charge of all Semi-Final and Championship Games.

ADMISSION
The admission charge for a game is Adults $5.00, Students $3.00 and Seniors $2.00. Children under twelve with a paid
adult are free. Admission will be charged only for the CHAMPIONSHIP GAMES.
