By signing below (or, if submitted electronically, by clicking “I agree” to the above waiver which will constitute my valid signature), I 
acknowledge my understanding that my participation in the 2012 Bank of America Chicago Marathon and/or any pre or post-race 
activities (the race and pre/post-race activities are individually and collectively referred to as the "Event") involves rigorous physical 
activity and that it potentially may be hazardous. I acknowledge that it is my responsibility to understand the risks associated with 
participating in the Event and determine whether I am fit to safely complete the Event and the precautions I should take. I attest and 
certify that my physical condition and ability to safely complete the Event have been verified by a licensed medical doctor (except 
where the latter is in violation of religious principles); and that I am physically fit and have sufficiently trained to complete the Event.
