Concussion Testing Update:  Suzanne Deitch

· Sport Concussion Program 
· Detailed program and Consent Form distributed
· Doctor David Milzman runs the testing for Georgetown and has been working with Suzanne Deitch regarding MYS holding testing sessions.

· Appropriate Age – U11 and older who do not play varsity sports in high school.
· Tests take 20 minutes and a balance test is also administered.
· Three dates are scheduled

· 30 players can be tested at a time.

·  MYS volunteers will be recruited to help at the sessions

· 20 players can be tested at a time.
· Eric Reed suggested Suzanne contact him for volunteer names.
