How were you selected? The Breakdown has a panel that consists of members all across Minnesota. At 
the conclusion of the season, our staff submits its picks of players worthy to be considered among the 
best in the state and from that list, a group of finalists is selected for this honor. 
 
What’s next?  Please fill out the registration form (either as attached or now on our website at 
www.BreakdownSportsUSA.com) and select your preferred date/location for the photo shoot ASAP.  
You also may purchase a 2012 Breakdown preview book and an exclusive “Elite players” T-shirt at a 
reduced cost ($28 for a book and T-shirt, $18 for each additional book). The T-shirt will be given to you 
at the shoot and the book will be mailed in late May. Last year’s book sold out, so get yours’ early! 
 
What to bring?  Your high school uniform (home jersey). 
 
How does it work?  In order to accommodate a large group of top players (and to avoid unnecessary 
wait times), we have spread both photo shoots out over a several-hour period.  Please feel free to come 
at any point during the shoot, but be advised that the first hour is usually the busiest. 
 
At the photo shoot, we’ll take several photos of you in your high school uniform and have you fill out a 
short Q and A that will appear with your profile and photo in the book. You’ll be recognized among the 
top volleyball players in the state! Our book is viewed by colleges across the nation. 
 
Please note that there is a tournament running on the March 11th photo shoot date at the Midwest 
Volleyball Warehouse. Each player must check in at the front door and will be allowed to bring in one 
parent without being charged an event entrance fee. 
 
Can't make it to any of the dates? You can still be in the book and receive the same special deal! Just 
fill out the registration form without selecting a date, the Q and A form and a photo.
