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e  Players can be no older than 12 years old on April 30, 2012.
e Tryouts will be held to determine each player’s abilities.
e Thereis a separate TRAVELING tryout with an additional $20 fee due at registration.
e Based on tryout results, the players are divided between three different levels of competition
o The AAA and AA traveling teams are selected first
o American League in-house program are selected second
o National League in-house program are selected third
