Official Tournament Rules 

 
1. Home team (team shown on top of bracket or first team listed in pool play) supplies an official book scorer at the score 

table.  Line-ups are due at score table at least 5 minutes before game time. Score sheets and pencils will be provided.  
Please leave completed score sheets at the table after your game.  

 
2. 14 minute stop time halves. If a team holds a 20 or more point lead with 10 minutes or less to go, the clock will convert to 

running time until the lead is 10 points or less. At that time it becomes stop time again.   
 
3. Half time intermission will be 3 minutes. 
 
4. First overtime will be 2 minutes stop time.  Second overtime is “Sudden Victory”, first basket or free throw wins. 
 
5. Three (3) time-outs per game, which do not carryover.   One time-out per overtime with no carryover. 
 
6. Three point shot will be used for all grade levels. 
 
7. Five minutes will be given for warm-ups.  Please arrive early in case we are running ahead of schedule. 
 
8. Technical fouls will be awarded with two points and the ball out of bounds.  The second Technical Foul on a player or 

coach will result in the player or coach being ejected from the gym. 
 
9. Bonus will be shot on the seventh foul in the half, two shot foul on the tenth foul of the half. 
 
10. No full court pressing will be allowed by a team when they are leading by 10 or more for 5

th
 & 6

th
 grades, and 20 or more 

for 7
th
-8

th
 grades.  All types of defenses will be allowed for 5

th
-8

th
 grade.  For 4

th
 grade no full court pressing except the last 

2 minutes of the game.  No zone defense (half or full court) is allowed at any time for 4
th
 grade. 

 

11. No protests. Referees decisions are final.  Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated.                              
 
12. High School league rules apply in all other situations.  Must have 5 players to start a game or else it will result in a forfeit.  
 
13. Tie breakers for pool play: (a forfeit is scored as a 15-0 win) 
 

1. Best record in pool. 
2. Head to head competition. 
3. Least points allowed in pool play. 
4. Most points scored in pool play.
