Lunch/Snacks

Camp participants will bring their own lunch. On Fridays, we will have Subs from Coborns or pizza delivered
for lunch. This is included in the daily or weekly fees. A snack will be provided for campers once daily. There
will be no extra charge for this. Campers will receive a snack and either juice or milk.



T-Shirts

All campers who register will be given a shirt. We ask that the kids bring the shirts every day, they will not
have to wear the shirts all day every day, but have them here to be worn when activities take place outside the
arena. This will help us ensure the safety of the children, it will make all camp participants easily visible to
other campers and camp staff. This will be especially important on field trips. We will have the kids bring their
shirts home every Friday to be washed. But they can bring them home as often as needed.

Movies

Movies will be used on rainy days and during pick-up. Permission slips will be handed out during the first week
of Camp for children to take home for their parents to sign, this slip will contain a list of all movies that would
be shown. We will not show movies over the rating of PG.

*If you do not want your child to view any movie on the list please let us know*

On-Ice

The campers will be allowed to skate everyday for 1 hour. We will be providing instructors to help the campers
with hockey skills. We will also be allowing for campers to have scrimmages and free skate. If your camper is
not a hockey player, they can still take part during our hockey instruction time. They may wear boots, or use
skates from the arena. We will offer skating instruction and basic hockey skills on one end of the ice for kids
who are new to hockey or skating. If your child does not have a helmet we will provide one (they must be worn
at all times while on the ice).

Track & Field Day

Near the middle of the summer, we will have an All-Camp Track & Field Day. This will allow the campers
to show family and friends some of the sports they have learned. Family and friends will be welcome to come
and watch the campers participate on this day.

Reading and Journals

The campers will have a quiet reading or journaling time set aside daily. This will allow the children to
take a little rest from the day and be able to keep up on their reading and writing skills.

Special Events

Throughout the summer, we will have special events for the campers. Some examples may include;
grandparents day, track and field, TIGERSPORTS Olympics, sibling day, etc. On these days, we welcome family
to join us for the whole day or part of the day.
