Game Day Operational Guidelines

1. Programs have to respect the published schedule and make honoring the schedule a priority over all other lacrosse interests.

2. Programs should confirm scheduled games each week with the opposing teams. Initiate game confirmation as least 4 days before the scheduled game. Homes teams need to confirm that certified lacrosse officials with referee all games. If there’s no official listed for a game, it’s the home team’s responsibility to secure officials through the regional official’s coordinator or through their own contacts.

3. All programs that field U15 or U9 games must provide Associate Officials to serve as the second official at U15 games and as the only official at U9 games. Programs are expected to have as many Associate Officials as the number of U15 or U9 teams, which ever is greater.

4. Home teams are expected to pay all official fees for games hosted. Home teams are expected to provide a safe field for play per the MBYLL dimensions with the specified field lines and goals. Home teams are responsible for parking and spectator control. Home team coaches should welcome visiting coaches and teams to their facility and initiate the pre-game checklist before each game. Home teams should provide game timers and keep the game time and penalty times. Home teams should have cones at the field corners, midfield and the substitution box on the team sideline and spare balls on both end lines.
