Agenda Items:
1  Minutes – NBOD minutes from June 29, 2011 were approved.

2 Treasurers Report, Financial Update – Toni Briggs-McGee distributed a Balance Sheet as of July 14, 2011 and discussed the current financial status of USASA.  The organization is financially very healthy.

Grant Applications –  A. Sporting KC has applied for a USASA grant to affiliate and mentor 5 unaffiliated leagues in the Kansas City Metropolitan Area.  These leagues are part of a Hispanic initiative in the area.  John Motta made a motion to approve this grant at $5 per player.  Fritz Marth seconded.  Motion passed.

B. Indiana submitted a grant proposal and the Committee will review and make recommendations to the NBOD.
3 Budget Amendments-   Richard Groff addressed the expenses associated with the Midyear Meeting for 2010, which were over by $23,000.  Dan Trainor made a motion to amend the Budget for MYM 2010 to a total of $85,000.  Toni Briggs-McGee seconded.  Motion passed.  

Toni Briggs-McGee made a motion to amend the Budget for the Midyear Meeting to $72,000 for 2011.  John Motta seconded.  Motion passed.

4 Staff and National Office Update – Richard Groff updated the NBOD on the new staff at the Chicago office.  Jean Pesci was hired as an accountant and is a CPA, works 24 hours per week.  Jen Sunderland was hired as an administrator.  Formally worked at US Soccer and is also part time.

Stephanie Walker will be visiting the Chicago office next week to determine equipment needs, take new staff computers and a printer.

Richard Groff updated the NBOD on the status of Duncan Riddle and his Visa status.

5 Committee Appointments – The Best Practices Committee has requested that Harold Kahler be reappointed to the committee and that Peggy Polley be appointed.  Toni Briggs- McGee made a motion for the two individuals to be added to the Best Practices Committee.  John Motta seconded.  Motion passed.

Bob McGee addressed the NBOD, updating on the work of the Best Practices Committee.  The Committee will be working towards presenting their document to the membership at the Midyear Meeting in Clearwater.

6 Policies Update – Tony Falcone discussed policies regarding proposed temporary player registrations for tournaments and/or one time team tryout not to exceed 3 days. Bill Davey made a motion to amend the Temporary Tournament Registration pass to be a Temporary 3 day pass to include tournaments and/or a league game, this registration fee to remain $5.  Mike Maloney seconded.  Motion passed.

The NBOD entered into Executive Session at 8:15 am, exited at 8:35 am.

Tony Falcone discussed proposed policies regarding referee abuse/assault. A specific policy will be drafted to included disciplinary procedures for USASA events.

The NBOD entered into Executive Session at 8:45 am, exited at 8:57.

7 Committee Reports – Bill Davey reported to the NBOD that the Multi League Committee is still working on proposals for policies.  Dan Trainor reported that the Special Bylaws Committee is reviewing the proposals.  The Veteran Cup Committee sent a report to Richard Groff and he will pass on that written report.  Coaching Committee work is underway, two courses have been taught and a third is in the planning stage.  The new Coaching Course still needs to be approved by US Soccer.  The Hall of Fame Committee has submitted a budget request to cover the inductees and one family member.

8 Tournaments, Online Registration, Coaching, Rules, Vet Cup.- Discussion occurred on the Veteran’s Cup Tournament that was just completed last week, reports are that the event was very good with many compliments from players.  62 teams participated.  Several states have expressed interest in bidding to host for 2012.

A suggestion was made that USASA could explore developing a national data base, to be used by USASA National Events, of players that have a long term suspension.  

9 Tournaments/Sanctioning – Discussion occurred regarding tournaments and insurance issues.  Fritz Marth, with the Tournament Policy Committee will develop a draft policy and present it to the NBOD.

10 Registration Report – Richard Groff previously distributed the most current player registration, as of July 7, 2011 to the NBOD. Discussion occurred regarding members that are clearly delinquent in sending in registration fees and whether those associations should be fined. Fritz Marth made a motion that members who are delinquent in sending in registration fees, will be fined $100 initially during the first month. Delinquency is defined per USASA Bylaws that state registration fees must be sent in within 30 days of collection. Bill Davey seconded. Motion passed.

11 Insurance Update  - Tom Hayes joined the meeting via conference call and updated the NBOD on current insurance proposals.  Tom Hayes had previously provided written documentation to the NBOD on General Liability from Chartis, K&K GL proposal and Berkley GL proposal.

12 National Cup Policies – Mike Maloney discussed proposed National Cup Policy changes.  A draft had been previously sent to the NBOD.  The NBOD will consider the changes and vote in the next month.

Each Region is setting their own National Cup fees and determining their own tournament format.

13 Mid year Meeting Schedule – Shonna Schroedl updated the NBOD on the 2011 Midyear Meeting in Clearwater, Florida.  Regional meetings will be Friday morning, Coach of the Year/ Referee of the Year Lunch is Friday, breakouts Friday afternoon, evening social Friday.  Saturday – morning breakouts, lunch in the National Council room, National Council Saturday afternoon.  Sunday – continuation of National Council or other general session.

14 Budget Discussion – The NBOD discussed player registration fees.
