· Coaching Report:  Larry Gibson reported that the level 1 and 2 clinics are filling up.  Another level 1 and 3 coming up at the Ice Den.  Filled up both levels and increased by 10.  Will look at doing another level 1 and 2 to accommodate additional coaches. 
· Officiating Report: Bryan reported that seminars are going well; currently there are 189 register officials, this time last year there were 188; seminars are half way done; seats still open for October and November; Bryan is starting a list of level 1 refs who still need to get in their level 1 certification.
Bryan discussed USA Hockey memo on HEC requirement clarification and that officials will not be enforcing the HEC certification.  Refs will only look for the appearance of validity.  Bryan also encouraged everyone to encourage and remind players of the importance of using their mouth guards.
· Registrars Report:  Donnalee reviewed player counts; reported that she is working on coaches credentialing and working with registrars to make sure coaches have their certifications and modules current before the end of the year.  She informed members that modules will turn off by 12 midnight Easter Standard time so not to wait; coaches will be suspended if certification are not complete. 
· Recap of Rocky Mountain Girls and Women’s Meeting in Salt Lake City  - RMD Showcase team - Every affiliate will participate - Texas and Colorado have 4 players each, Arizona has 3 or 4; Colorado and Texas will provide a goalie; They also discussed keeping girls in their own state boundaries; however, each affiliate needs to decide; Idaho is doing a Girls jamboree for all ages split into age groups for a weekend event; players are coming up individually as opposed to as a team.  Jon suggested that we do this for Arizona; Asked Donnalee and Geoff to look into this and hold possibly after the Christmas break December 28,29 or January 4th or 5th.
· Disciplinary Committee:  Mike Cook reported that there were 2 Match Penalties.  Players were put on 30 day suspension. Also discussed tampering issue with other players known to be rostered with other teams.  Jon suggested that everyone go back to their organizations to reiterated ramifications of tampering.
