· Coaching Report:  Larry Gibson reported that Coaching Clinics are up on website and are due to start Sept 21st; Jim Rogers will be go to the Colorado Springs for training end of August and will report changes; Modules will be up September 1st.
· Officiating Report: Bryan reported the following:

-4 officials went to the National Camps, 3 to regional and 1 to the national camp. 
-1 local official worked the American Hockey League during playoffs
-Registration for the new hockey season will open on August 1st.
- Mandatory half-shields for all officials. No Grandfathering

- Mandatory Safe Sport training for upcoming season for all officials over the age of 18
-Safe Sport training will be integrated in the background screening at the national level for officials only
-Seminars to start July 15
-Grading system for Level 4 closed book exam – must get 40 correct out of 50 questions; --Level 3 must have 35 correct
-Changes to attending seminars include going directly to USA Hockey to follow process of registering, background screening and then taking the course

-Registrations need to be done in advance no walk ups

-Reviewed rules changes, USA Hockey working on videos geared towards officials
· Registrars Report:  
Currently at 1,232. CAHA needs to claim their players in Cyber Sport. 
· Disciplinary Committee:  Nothing to report this month.

Old Business:
· Update from Referee Committee on proposal to move to one statewide referee association- Bryan reported that he researched programs and data bases that would provide a central location for anyone to access information, i.e. schedules and evaluations.  Bryan also commented that there was discussion at the USA Hockey Annual meeting regarding communication between the officiating organization and Associations.  USA Hockey is working on an on-line tool that would centralize communication between the officials and the Associations.   The goal is to provide Associations with better oversight over officiating making sure policies regarding scheduling are being followed as well as providing an open the line of communication between the two organizations. 

Discussed next steps: 1. Schedule a town hall meeting, 2. Show pros and cons on one officiating organization  3. Meet with local associations involved. Schedule a town hall meeting 4. Represent survey.
· Follow up on Tier 1 / Tier 2 Committee: Nothing new to report this month. Information to follow at August Board meeting.

· Recap of the Adult State Championships: Adam reported that the tournaments went well.  There were 25 teams and 5 divisions, banners were handed out. No major discipline issues other than 1 game misconduct.

New Business

· Update from each Association on the teams they are planning to have at each competitive level:  Each Association has to send in their teams at each level.  Policies state that you must declare how many Tier programs you will be doing.  Will also need to decide if we will have an A and B level.  The number of Tier teams will need to be determined before the Rocky Mountain District meeting.  Would like to come up with a draft of teams planned by the next Board meeting.
· Review our bid to host Tier 1 District Championship for Boys and Girls and Women’s at the Ice Den to be presented at the District Meeting in August: Ice Den has blocked ice space.  Ice Den will host the Boys and will hold off on Girls for next year.
· Coyotes Partnership Opportunities: Matt Shott discussed some of the opportunities that the Coyotes are looking at doing to promote youth hockey in Arizona.  Some of the opportunities include; player and coach recognition, coaching clinics, kids first program in Flagstaff, alumni game once a month to help raise money and a youth 3 x 3 tournament.
· Set Date, Time and Location for the AAHA Annual meeting in September:  Annual meeting will be held on September 9th at 6:00 PM.  Elections will be held for the next 2 year terms.

· Preliminary Review of Policy and Procedure Changes:  Starting next month the Board will set aside time at the Board meeting to review policies and will begin formatting and renumbering them.  Will go page by page and the hope is to have it done over the next 3 months.
