· Treasurers Report: Review and discussion of balance sheet and Profit and Loss.  Jim reported that there are still deposits to be made from the Adult Championships, which will be deposited in the next couple of days.  Block Grant funds will come in at 11K, which will bring bank account up to where it should be.  AAHA submitted Grant for a Mites Festival and one goalie equipment.  AAHA is looking to possibly sell cross ice dividers currently in storage.

· Coaching Report:  Larry Gibson attended USA Hockey Annual Meeting and discussed that USA Hockey is working on establishing a national coaching program.  A national district coach will be assigned in each district to learn a new curriculum that will teach coaches how to coach goalies.  This will be a high-performance camp that will teach fundamental tools for coaches not familiar with coaching goalies.  The camp would be 1-1/2 to 2 hours and can last up to 4 hours.  Larry will coordinate with Jim Rogers for securing ice sometime around August.
Coaching clinic – this year RMD has limited funds and will only support travel expense for one member of the State Board to attend the coaching clinic in Colorado Springs.

Clinics will be up on line in the next couple of days.  Level 1 and level 2 will be up on the USA Hockey website soon.  The official season will start September 1.
Larry also discussed the new Safe Sport Module that USA Hockey has implemented.  The program was implemented as a way to protect its participants from physical abuse, sexual abuse and other types of abuse and misconduct that can be harmful to youth hockey players.  AAHA strongly encourages its members to take the online course.   It was further discussed how AAHA can make this a mandatory course and include it as part of the background screening  as well as offer it to players and parents.

· Officiating Report: Bryan was not present to report on an update to one officiating association, but sent the following  report from the USA Hockey Annual Meeting:  
Mandatory for ALL officials to wear half-shields (visors)

Minimum 2 minute minor and 10 minute misconduct (same as check-from behind) Charging, Head Contact, Boarding.

Defeated rule changes: Minor penalty for player shooting puck out of rink from own defending zone.  Rule remains unchanged and only applies to goalkeepers. Face-offs at 9 dots only.  Face off determination/location remains unchanged.
 

Online Seminars:  Continue development with goal of launching for 2014-15 season.  Potentially start with Level 3 and work way back to level 1 in future seasons; Focus will be on creating a ‘hybrid’ seminar with both online and mandatory in-person components.
 Arizona Seminars:  Flagstaff seminar date set for September 15 (Level 1, 2, and 3); Phoenix dates will be set and published by July 1; Requirements to register for officiating seminar.

· Registrars Report:  
Donnalee reported on the following from the USA Hockey Annual Meeting;  Rosters no longer require a signature; Teams that play non-USA Hockey teams or non-USA Hockey tournaments are not covered under the USA Hockey insurance; Teams going out of the county require a travel permit if traveling to Canada.  After May 31st tournaments will not be sanctioned and additional insurance will need to be obtained.  If your team will be traveling out of the country you will need to notify Donnalee so that she can purchase additional insurance; Coaches will need their confirmation number to do their modules and Safe Sport and clinics; Accident claim forms cannot be posted on your public website so that they are available to anyone to get.  Donnalee also discussed player transfers.  Players turning 18 during the playing season will require a player transfer at a cost of $400.  Players traveling here must also obtain a player transfer.
