2. Additions to the Agenda

3. Approval of the Minutes
3. Kale Bittner motioned to approve the Dec 3, 2014 minutes. Buck Lemke seconded. All in favor minutes approved.
4. Finance Committee Report
4. Dawn Krause provided the Financial Report update.  A large payment was made on the loan due to the $3000 Silverblades donation and $500 from the Matt and JanEl Daul family. Steve Hagman deposited $19000 on Monday from the raffle proceeds.    
4. Steve Hagman motioned to approve the financial report. Mike Kennedy seconded. All in favor.

6. Skate with the Makers (Jan 16) - Kelly Michalski provided an update.  The event will start at 6:30, it is open to all the hockey players, cookies will be served along with items for autographs.  
6. Stuff the Truck (Feb 13) – Chad Ellis is working on getting coaches for the coaches game and there will be a skills competition for the kids.

7. Raffle PSF
7. Paul Rheinschmidt would like to step down from prize acquisition for the raffle tickets.  We are sincerely grateful to Paul for his many years acquiring raffle prizes and guns for a very successful fundraiser for our association. 
7. Tammy Ellis recommended assigning the raffle ticket handling to a PSF position.
