· Went to the showcase..took the Rocky Mountain Girl.  Kids were great but girls didn’t win a game, 1st time Central district Team insisted on Team Wisconsin banner being put up, first time they didn’t win the showcase.  Boys did well, 1 win, 1 tie and 1 loss
