· Concussion Guest Speaker (Tamara C. Valovich McLeod, PhD, ATC, FNATA)
· Banner

· Phoenix children

· Recognizing concussion

· Physical or sematic (vision, head ache)

· Cognitive (remembering, thinking)

· Sleep related symptoms won’t come on 4 or 5 days after, too much sleeping or not enough

· Irritable first week not necessarily the day of

· Pull them, not return same day, evaluate and diagnose

· Depend on concussion history, ADHD or learning disabilities take longer to recover 
· Assessment standpoint cognitive and balance testing and vision testing, functional injury, can’t see on MRI or CTScan 
· Offer baseline testing offering for free Mesa

· System uses Ipads and test them offsite clear dressing rooms 

· Concussion plan front end from when sign up and register, high school level have to have physical, think of equipment

· Rule changes can be effective helmets

· Emergency plan, point people, if you had to call an ambulance for a kid on the ice

· Consent forms 

· Concussion cares, CDC walks them through symptoms based on response they will tell you if they may have a concussion

· Age recommend as young as age 5, some of the balance tests 7 or 8, memory tests are age appropriate
