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GATOR HOCKEY CLUB RULES
1. District 155 “Extracurricular Eligibility and Code of Conduct” will be enforced.
2. Players represent the Crystal Lake South Hockey Club and High School and therefore are expected to exhibit proper behavior on and off the ice. Think before doing anything that will embarrass yourself, the program, or your family.

3. Anything which can cause harm or cause damage to the locker room or individuals is prohibited.
4. No stealing from anyone, anywhere, anytime.
5. Selfish penalty rules:

A) 3 penalties in 1 game and the player may be benched for the duration of the game.

B) Any players displaying any unacceptable behavior in games or practices may be suspended up to 1 game.

C) Any player receiving a 10 minute unsportsmanlike or misconduct penalty for a verbal statement to the officials or opposing team may be benched for the duration of the game.
6. Players should be ready 5 minutes prior to practice and must call the coach if going to be late.

7. Players will be dressed and ready to play 15 minutes prior to the start of the game in complete uniform. Players must be at the game 45 minutes prior to the scheduled start time. If the player is late without an acceptable reason, the 1st offense is sitting 1 period, 2nd offense is 2 periods and 3rd offense is the entire game.
8. The game day dress code: collared shirt, tie, khaki dress pants and CLSHC fleece pull over.

9. Absent procedure & responsibility:  We want you at every game, meeting, practice and dry land training sessions.

a. If you are absent from school:  Please call your coach by 3rd hour and leave a message.  If you are leaving school ill during the day, you must also call & leave a message.  You will not be able to participate in any hockey related activities for that day.

b. Excused Absences:  same definition as the school’s for missing class.  Personal illness or illness in the family or anything discussed with the coach prior to practice, games or meetings.

c. Unexcused absences:  any absence in which the coach is not informed prior to practice, meetings of games.  Any absence that would be considered unexcused for class.
d. If you are suspended from school, you are suspended from participating in all team events until your suspension is over.

10. Disciplinary action will be determined by the coach for the benefit of the team and individual players.

11. The coach reserves the right to add, delete, or change the rules as it becomes necessary.

12. There are no appeals allowed, coach has final say on what qualifies as a rule violation.

13. If there is a 3rd violation of any rule, the player may go in front of the board with their parents.

14. CLSHC does not allow our players to double roster with another hockey team of any other hockey club.
