· Safesport saying name is not cleared and sometimes names aren’t showing up, could be who’s claiming them, send copy of certificate, log into SS and you can print off certificate if Donnalee has red lined them and you know your coach has it done, if she doesn’t approve the team and goes back in and the red line members come up as verified

· Donnalee was asking breakdown of how many and age groups….uncomfortable giving them detailed info, something for hockey school or something…they can go to USAH hockey but Paulette would not give it to them, how many people playing but that’s the extent.

· Policy for Forfeit Games in the Adult Leagues
· Tim spoke with Tony and USAH basically what you need to see in order for you to skate in those games, Chris said 2 sides, legal side and other side go to this policy resulting in players not caring if they are coming to the game or not and the refs are coming there to do a scrimmage, still getting paid.  Tony said 3 issues, insurance is not an issue, covered under USAH , asked for coverage letter from the summer still never gotten it probably never will….officials can’t assume there are coverage, who are you talking to USAH (Mike O’Hearn) Tony said need it in writing from the insurance carrier.  Tim is working on getting that piece of paper, got opinion that they should play..Tony said if someone gets hurt someone is going to see sued because they aren’t covered whether its an official or a player. The other issue officials independent contractors they don’t work for any of the rinks or organization, ….Chris only wants an opinion from the board, wants to do whats good for hockey. Expectation that as soon as we see this is the policy players are not going to care hopefully get enough guys together to play.  Dynamic will be different, officials will adjust accordingly…developing officials disappointed cause they aren’t learning, not going to get development if they go home.  3rd point from Tony contracted to work again properly listed going off whats written in bylaws and rule book and have no obligation to stay there and third discinplinary if there is some issue if USAH hockey has any discinplinary authority if not a real game.  League administrator still going to follow the rules, inner squad and USAH covers these games.  Tony needs a coverage letter, send it in writing…Sherri asked what is defined as a game, USAH annual guide 8 k 139-140 all practices sanctioned and all games and scrimmages are scanctied both teams properly registerd, approprotate rosters USAH except for USAH tryouts.  Sanctioned events all teams registered and properly rostered.  Adlut rosters per team , Adam said not rostered like that as a group of players in my league. Sean said Mite Jamboree is not sanctioned or alumni charity games. Mike asked AHOA is working without insurance?  Mike saying Bylaws don’t mean much to USAH because they are saying you are covered.  Tim is working with Casey and Tony and we are working on this, written doc from carrier, if an official shows up for a practice or game where all teams are registered and rostered they are covered. James asked if each team is registered or captured as adult player…that’s what USAH hockey is telling us. Tony said he will not stay on the board that is going to allow us to be liable for someone to get injured.  If we get the letter Chris said the expectation forfeit a game 1-0 work the game that says 1-0 with the exception of penalties for any disciplinary items that happen.  We would work the game, they don’t record goals and assists. Mites special event day to Donnalee and that works alumni try hockey for free, are sanctioned like that. DOnnalee can process that and give number, Sarah said. Adam asked with AHOA need a sanctioned letter in order to continue, officials show up and if you don’t have that letter than officials don’t have to stay. Becky asked someone on the ice, scorekeeper and shouldn’t be on the ice should I put them on the scoresheet and Tony said yes.
