AGE RULE APPEAL

To file an Age Rule Appeal, the following procedures need to be followed specifically when submitting the form.

When addressing Items 1-4 on the form please refer to the numbered items in your explanation as to how the student meets each criterion.  Appropriate statistical information for each item is essential in the decision making process.  Please be specific.

ITEM 1:
Explain how you determined whether the student is a safety risk to other players.  Document his/her size, and explain how his/her size relates to your own players and to opponents’ players.

ITEM 2:
Be definitive as to the training the student has in the sport, what his/her position is and how many years experience the student has.  Letters from other schools in your conference and/or your other competitors who have knowledge of this student and who can specifically state that the student will not skew overall competitiveness should be included with the appeal form.

ITEM 3:
Explain in detail how this student will not exclude another eligible player.  Include whether he/she will be a starter and whether any participants will play behind him/her.  If competing in an individual sport, explain how he/she will not affect or replace another participant.

ITEM 4:
Using your own records, please indicate that the student meets all other MHSA eligibility rules, i.e. transfer, number of semesters, academics.

Please review the time-line mandated in the last paragraph of the rule, which appears on the request form.

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PETITION FOR WAIVER
of the
AGE RULE

This form is to be used when requesting an exception to the Age Rule.  The MHSA Handbook, By-Laws, Article II, state the following:
Section (7)
AGE RULE

B.
A student who is ineligible by reason of this age rule may seek a waiver from the MHSA under the following conditions and procedures.

The student, his/her school, parent/guardian or other representative shall submit a written application for a waiver.  For fall sports, the application shall be submitted by March 15th of the preceding school year so that, if necessary, the request can be considered by the Executive Board prior to summer recess.   For all other sports seasons, the application shall be submitted at least 60 days prior to the first activity for which he/she seeks the waiver.

It will be the burden of the student to prove:


1.
the student does not create a safety risk to other players, and


2.
the student does not skew the overall competitiveness of the particular activity(ies) for which the student will participate, and

3.
the student’s participation will not result in the exclusion of other eligible players, and

4.
the student meets all other criteria necessary for participation in MHSA activities.

The Executive Director is vested with the authority and responsibility to make the initial wavier determination.  In making the initial determination, the Executive Director shall consider such evidence as is provided by the applicant; and the Executive Director may request the applicant to provide specific information or additional information; and the Executive Director or staff may make an independent investigation of the facts.  The Executive Director shall then make a determination as to each activity for which a waiver is sought and notify the applicant.

Upon initial receipt of the waiver application, the request shall be scheduled for hearing before the Executive Board at the next scheduled meeting.  It shall be scheduled neither sooner than 30 days nor more than 60 days from the day the application is received.  If the Executive Director thereafter grants a waiver, the scheduled hearing will be vacated.  If the Executive Director refuses to grant the requested waiver, then the student will be so notified and can proceed to present his waiver request to the Board.  At the hearing, the Board will consider all documentary evidence previously considered by the Executive Director together with any additional evidence submitted.
